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The coat of arms illustration on the cover page was drawn by a heraldic artist based
upon information about the Schilberg surname and its association with heraldy. In the
language of the ancient heralds, the arms are described as follows:

“Quartered: 1st, or; the letter “S” sa.: 2nd and 3rd, az.: a head of a boar erased or; 4th
paly of 4, sa. or. Charged with a smal inner shield vert.”

The Schilberg arms is translated:

Divided into quarters: 1st quarter, gold background; a black initial “S”. 2nd and 3rd
quarters, blue background; a gold head of a boar cut jagged; 4th quarter, divided: 4
vert. bands, black and gold. A small green inner shield placed over all.

A head of a boar is symbolic of cordial hospitality. Seven vivid colors were chosen for
use on shields of armor clad knights to easily identify them at a distance. The heraldic
colors gold, silver, purple, blue, green, black, and red were preserved on colorless
drawings by dot and line symbols. The Schilberg coat of arms incorporated green. The
color green represents hope, vitality, plenty.

Information available indicates that in 1972 there were less than 99 households in the
U.S. with the old and distinguished Schilberg name. In comparison, some family
names represent over 400,000 households in the United States.

This report does not represent individual lineage of the Schilberg family tree and no
genealogical representation is intended or implied.

This historiography was prepared individually for the Schilberg surname on April 30,
1974 at the request of Mr. William Schilberg.




PREFACE

As I have been researching the Schilbergs, I have been reminded

again and again of how much we owe to our ancestors. It gives me
a sense of pride as I think of the great strides that have been
made. I think of the courage and perseverance of the pioneers

who endured so many hardships and bravely contributed of their
time and effort that we might benefit from their accomplishments

and achievements. They made church and school a priority in
their lives. Most pioneers had few neighbors and I marvel at the
ability of the Schilbergs to get homesteads so near to one
another. I am sure they had pienty of work to keep them busy.
Their means of transportation must have made it difficult to
visit one another very often. Their groceries, dry goods and
lumber had to be hauled from EiI Reno so I am sure that they did
not make that trip very often. Can you imagine buying a six

month suppiy of flour, sugar, salt, and other staples? I am sure
that they raised big gardens and did a 1ot of canning in order to

feed their families. Was meat available only when they
butchered? With no refrigeration, they could not keep it very
long. Did they smoke 1it? There 1s no mention of Gottlieb

building a smocke house, or 1is it one of the "outbuildings"”
mentioned in his Homestead papers?

As you think about your ancestors, do you wonder what they looked
like? What were their goals? Their dreams? Were any of them
scoundrels? Or maybe royalty? ©Did they have a sense of humor?
Did they receive honors? Were they leaders in their community?
Did they start each day sitting on a 3-legged stool with their
head buried in the flanks of a cow, draining its udder into a tin
bucket? Did they use candles or were they lucky enough to have a
kerosene lantern, or maybe an oil lamp? All this land had to be
plowed. What did they use for a plow? Did they walk behind the
plow? Did they have a horse, a mule or an ox? As you read
history, you find water was very important. How far did they have
to carry their water? I see on Gottlieb's homestead papers that
he dug a well soon after he settled on his land. The census in
Kansas shows that the Schilbergs had cattle. They were farmers
even though by today's standards they would hardly gqualify. When
they moved to Oklahoma, did they walk the cattle all the way? In
those days there were no fences, so did they stake their animals
in a clearing? Can you answer any of these questions?

As we have delved into o0ld records, I have about as many
guestions as I have answers. I had always thought that the
Kiehns and Flecks were related because of "Uncle Ludwig.”" 1In
contacting the Flecks, I was told that their grandfather's name
was John. However, in the 1900 census Soundex we found S. L.
Schilberg, white male, born Dec. 1853 in Russia. He had a wife,
Whilemina, age 42, born in Russia, and two daughters, Tillie born
Dec. 1879 in Russia and Thirse, born April, 1885 in Russia, as
well as two sons, Jonathon, born Aug. 1888 in Russia and Willi,
born Nov. 189%2 in Wisconsin. Now most of this £fits with
information from them. Oh, sure, Tirzah is spelied differently,




but Whilemina could be Minnie, etc. It is not uncommon when
iooking at oid records to find misspelled names, even
inconsistent dates, which is why I have tried to find two or
three alike.

I have tried very hard to learn the names of the parents of
Gottlieb. That information should be avallable on Gottlieb's
death certificate but the Oklahoma Department of Vital Statistics
says there is none. I did get a record of his funeral from the
funeral home. That says it cost $35.00 to embalm his body and
525.00 for the hearse.

We have also tried finding more information about Juliana Heit.
We have been told she died in Norman, Oklahoma and we researched
there. We have also been told that she died in Midamerica, Kansas
but have not been able to find such a place.

In pioneer times people were kept busy making candles, churning
butter, baking bread, spinning, carding wool, weaving, boot
making, Dblacksmithing, grinding wheat or other grain, rope
making, butchering, gquilting as a means of survival. In order
that we might have a better understanding of our ancestors, I
have included some pictures of activities, old cars, etc.

In the old days families were born, went to school, grew up and
married in the same area that their parents had grown up. Not
today. No longer do they marry the boy next door and live near
their parents. So the Schilbergs are no exception. You wili find
them from Florida to Alaska, and all points between. Some have
traveled to Europe, BAsia, Australia, South BAmerica, and the
Pacific Isiands.

We have asked for stories and facts aboul each of you. We have
gathered as much as you have been willing to share--and here it
is! We hope that you will read and enjoy. Maybe it will bring
back memories that you would be willing to share. Please write
them up and send them to us. I hope that this book binds us
together as a family; and I hope that we will want to add more
information as time goes Dby. If you have a «child, a new
grandchild, or a new in-law, please send the details. If you know
some names, dates, or information that is incorrect or has been
omitted from this book, please advise.

As you know, when people came from ancther country and could not
speak the American language, many times names were pronounced
and/or spelied differently. I have found Schilberg spelled
Shieldburg, Schieldberg, Shielberyg, Schielburg, Shilberg, and
Silburg; Bill's dad spelled Lewis or Louls; and Gottlieb's wife's
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last name could be Hite, Heildt, or Heit.

We sincerely thank those of you who have taken the time and made
the effort to give us information, to send pictures, or have
helped in any way!! We gilve special thanks to Larry and Hulda
Neve for hosting the Schilberg reunions, giving us the opportuni-




ties to meet our kin and to gather information. We also give
special thanks to Dean and his family for all their work in
printing this. Isn't it great to have a printer of such caliber
in the family - and who even volunteers the heip of his family so
that we can have this book at such a reasonable price? Are you
aware that Dean was named "Mr. Craftsman of the Year" and was
honored at a banguet? Dean was awarded this for his knowledge and
expertise of printing.

LIFS IN THE OLD COUNTRY: RAITDOM ANECDOTES

In the 18803 and 1870s, flintlock firearms (activated by a “pan" of
primer powder set off by a flint-and-steel mechanism) were being superceded
by caplocks, which were fired by a small explosive primer "cap" placed on
a steel nipple which was screwed 1a%Q a hole behind the gun's combustion
chamber. To convert a shotgun or rifle meant drilling out the ignition
pathway or "touchhole” and threading it to match an insertable nipple which
was only around a half inch long and about half that wide in diameter.

At the forefront of technology as it was back then, Gottlieb Schilberg
converted his flintlock to a "modern” caplock firearm, using simple tools to
hand-carve the finely intricate threads and turnings needed for the refitting.l

Such was the craftmanship and ingemiity that would alsc serve the family well
in later years on their homesteads in America.

At some point or points during the history of the Schilberg family's
1ife in Russian Poland, authorities® appeared at thelr residence in order to
search out and confiscate weapons. In the kltchen, the family had a type of
towel rack on which a loop of cloth could be pulled to expose a clean portion

when needed, and this contrivance was of sufficient height to conceal

Gottlieb's sun.s positioned on the wall behind the towel. 0f all the times
the house was searched, the outlawed instrument wae never discovered.

In the 1870s, empires like Prussia and Russia were expanding their
influence and consolidating their power, and there were various reasons for
discontent on the part of the average tiller of the soil. fThe highhandedness
with which imperial bureaucrats conducted their offices was one particular
annoyance: the Schilbergs would make a trip to town for some official
purpose, only to be made tosit and walt for extended periods for no appa.ent
reason other than to emable the petty functionary to demonstrate his own
position of importance. Sometimes the waits took several hours until late in

the day, or may have involved returning on another day.4
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During the early 1980s, my father Aarry Schilberg and I (Gary schilberg)

were offhandedly conversing about black-powder firearms when he related this
brief reminiscense. It struck me at the time, and to this day, as an almost
unattainable feat of 8rafting with a sharp eye and steady hand-—though to he
sure, the ability to adapt to changing circumstances was no doubt a part of
life in the old country just as it was on the American frontier.

2whether these were local functionaries or agents of the Czarist govern—
ment, or something in between such as Cossacks, 1s not presently certain.
Any one of various nationalistic movements, including an uprising of some
of the Poles in the region, could have brought about a roundup of weapons;

or this could have simply been part of a progressive accumlation of imperial
influence.

3Whether this was a shotgun or rifle is also unknown; I arbitrarily used
the word "gun™ in this narrative. The account was related to me in the 1970s
or early 1980s by my father, Harry W. Schilberg, including the structure of
the towel rack which I can only vaguely describe to the best of my memory,
even though they apparently were standard features in German households,

4‘Fm.r:::,r Schilberg mede this observation to me in the 1970s, perhaps around
the time of the Watergate developments when high-level govermnmentsl arrogance
became so evident in this country. I later reflected that the Russian experi-
ence of his ancestors may have been on his mind in 1964 when our South Dmkota
family toured Washington, D, C., and visited the U, S, Capitol. Even though
we were ordinary citizens, on a sightseeing tour without having made prior
arrangements, our senior senator and our Congressional representative each,
though busy, took time to meet us, show us some parts of the Capitol, and
arrange special-guest gallery passes. —_g w, s,

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CROSSING THE BUG

When the Gottlieb Schilberg family was emigrating in the late 18708 or
around 1880,  they reached the Bug River,2 an eastern tributary of the weichsel
(vistula), which needed to be crossed by ferry. There was to be a fee for their
conveyance plus a separate charge for each passenger, so the characteristically
thrifty German parents told their young children® that they should conceal
themselves under the goods in the wagon and not stir until after landing on
the other side.

The children, however, had come to anticipate the river as a significant
landmark on this portion of the journey, and youthful curiosity soon took its
toll, so to speak. One by one, small heads kept popping up from under the
covers as each child rose to the temptation of wanting to "see the water.m
They thus revealed themselves to the ferryman and the price of the crossing
rose, head by head, until'the full amount was exacted.

A century later, when Harry Schilberg told of having heard this story
several times as a child at family gatherings—~his own father Pred being a few
years old at the time of the river crossing--he noted that his aunt Carrie

always insisted that she did not share the blame for this divulgence. -$c=;£§*
sald, "I was just a bade in my mother's arms,"” and (born in 1877) therefore

t00 young to have been able to participate in the sub'berfuge.4

lcary Schilberg notes: When my father first describded this episode to me
in the 1960s, there was some uncertainty as to the direction and destination
of the migration involved. Among other possibilities, it had seemed that this
might have occurred during a move from the portion of Poland then controlled
by Russia into Russia itself, prior to coming to America. Were this to have
been the case, it means that the family would have lived within Russia for only
a very short time between 1877 and 1881, approximately. It seems as likely
that the crossing of the Bug was not eastward into Russia, but northward en
route to an Atlantic crossing to the United States via & Baltic Sea port.

21n the 18708, the Bug River formed part of the northern and eastern
boundaries of the Russian sector of the old Kingdom of Poland, which had been
partitioned by Russia, Prussia, and Austria in the eighteenth century. This
river now (1994) marks the border hetween Poland and both northwestern Ukraine
and Southwestern Belorus (Belorussia, or White Russia), from whence it flows
westward to join the Wisla or Vistula (Weichsel, in the German language)
northwest of Warsaw. (The Vistula then flows northward to the Bay of Danzig
in the Baltic Sea.) Not unaware that the Weichsel or socme other river could
have been the one crossed, Harry Schilberg remembered in his narratiems that
his folks identified the watercourse in question as the Bug River.

Swnile it is very possible that all the children were assigned to hide
under the wagon covers, elderkinder Ludwig (born in 1867) and Amelia (born
1868 or 1869) may or may not have been a part of the concealed brood.
Pauline (b. 1872) and Pred (b. 1874) probably were. Caroline (b. March 8,
1877) was, according to her later assertions, too young to participate.
Richard, of course, was not born until years later in America. It's
theoretically possible that there were other children along who later died
or (if older than ILudwig) left home on their own.

40aroline could technically have been anywhere from & few weeks to a few
years old to fit this description, since even by the age of three or so, a
child could be considered too restless to be expected to stay concealed in a
wagon bed during the traverse of a river. Harry Schilberg said that his aunt
Carrie insisted that she personally recalled this "water,™ even though others
in the family claimed thet she was too young at the time to have actually
formed a memory of it and consequently imagined the scene based on their later

retellings. Regardless, Carrle steadfastly claimed her memory to be that of
the real thing.

SOME BESSIE, OKLAHOMA HISTORY

Inasmuch as our ancestors spent many years in the Bessie,
Oklahoma area, I feel that a bit of Bessie history should be
included in this book.

The site where Bessie is now located began as a post office
called Boggy, from the nearby Boggy Creek. The post office was
created in 1895 as a place where the settlers could pick up their
mail. In 1895 the post office was moved to the newly located town
of Stout. The Blackwell, Enid and Southwest (BES) Railroad Co.
was coming and they chose Stout as the town where they would
establish a railroad town, complete with a roundhouse. This town
was about a mile north of the present town of Bessie and was
named after the first postmaster, Benjamin Stout. For a few years
Stout prospered but as railroad construction progressed, the com-
pany officials decided a site closer to Boggy Creek would make a
better location. Trains used water to help make steam, so water

| was an important factor in this decision.

The railroad had already built a depot at Stout so they put

‘ it on a flatcar in preparation for the move to the new location
| (where Bessie is now). The citizens of 3tout were upset and a
i group of angry folks chained the flatcar to the ftrack and dared
| anybody to move it. Feelings ran high for a while. Then the
| railroad officials made an offer: Anyone who owned a lot or lots
3 in Stout would be given a lot in the new town if they would allow
the Railroad to have the depot. Soon every business place and
home owner was moving to Bessie. The railroad's initials were B E
and 8. It was called the BES line and this evolved into Bessie.

The officials did buiid a roundhouse in Bessie, probably the
only one for over one hundred miles. Because of the roundhouse,
passengers traveling on the trains often spent a night in Bessie
at the Farmer's Hotel.

In 1911 the newly adopted city ordinances went into effect,
These ordinances declared that "bawdy houses" and "gambling
houses" were forbidden. A tax was levied on ail pool, billiard
and Jenny Lind tables. Establishments where such amusements were
located were allowed to remain open until 10:30 p.m. on week
nights and until 11:00 p.m. on Saturday nights. Automobiles were
not allowed to travel over 10 miles per hour. All male residents
between the ages of 20 and 50 were to work four days (8 hour
days) once a year on the streets. There was also a lengthy
section about the cleaning of "privies" and "water closets,"”
These were to be cleaned and disinfected every 60 days and the
contents disposed of, but not inside the town.

Isn't it too bad that during World War I a nationwide
railroad strike came along and the Bessie railroad workers joined
in the strike which resulted in the roundhouse being locked up
and never reopened as a roundhouse?

Oldtimers in this smail western Oklahoma community will
probably tell you that the most memorable chapter in the history
of this Washita County town was the holdup of the Bessie State
Bank and the slaying of banker Ben Kiehn on January 24, 1928.
Therefore, I have asked Lydia Schilberg Brooks, better known as
Pat, to summarize her memories of that day.

————————
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GOTTLIEB SCHILBERG

Gottlieb Schilberg was born in Poland in 1843 (1844).He
married Juliana (Julia) Hite (Heit) (Heidt) in 1864, In 1882
they migrated to the U. S. They took a train to Kansas and lived
near Hillsboro and Marion. Gottlieb declared his intention to
become a naturalized citizen of the United States in 1883 in
Marion County, Kansas. However, his final citizenship papers are
dated 1898 in Washita County, Oklahoma Territory.

The 1885 census shows "Gottleib Silberg"” 1living at
Hillsboro, in Risley Township, Kansas, with his family. It lists
him as a 38 year old farmer, born in Russia and says that he came
from Russia to Kansas. It names his children and their ages as:
Louis (18); Amelia (16); Pauline (13); Fred (10); Caroline (7)
and Gustave (1 mo.).

In September, 1893 Gottlieb went to Oklahoma Territory and
applied for a homestead (Application No. 7597). In March, 1994
he, his wife and Richard moved into a dugout on the Northeast
Quarter of B8ection 19, Township 11N, Range 16W.IM of Oklahoma
Territory. That year he managed to cultivate 20 acres of the
prairie. Their address was Herald, Oklahoma Territory. (The town
of Herald was soon changed to Stout, OKlahoma.) By the time that
Gottlieb gave notice of his intention to make final proof to
establish his claim on the land in 1902, he had built a two-room
frame house, a barn, some outbuildings, dug a well and planted an
orchard. The valuation was given as §1200.00 and his final
certificate is numbered 459.

His obituary states that he and Julia had 10 children.
However, I have only been able to locate seven. They are: Louils
(Ludvig); Amelia; Pauline; Fred; Carrie; Gustave and Richard.
After Julia died he married Emelie Knopf. He passed away Dec.
27, 1922 and is buried in the Union Hatchett Cemetery near
Bessie, Oklahoma. The record at the funeral home shows that the
embalming cost $35.00 and the hearse cost $25.00, for a total of
$60.00. Even though he did not die until 1922, Okiahoma claims
that they have no death certificate. (See obituary)

JULIANA (JULIA) HITE (Heit) (HEIDT)

I have been told that Julia died in 1901 in an institution
in Norman, OK.

Emelie Knopf was born 18 March, 1839. 8She married Karl

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SCHILBERG--Gottlieb Schilberg, our
brother in Christ, was born in the
former Russian Poland in 1844 and
finished his worldly travels on
December 27, 1922. In his 32nd year
he searched for the peace of his
soul with his Savior and he acknow-
ledged his faith and was baptised
by Pastor Edward Aschendorf. In
1864 he married Juliana, born Heit,
who died in 1901. From this mar-
riage arose 10 children, of which
eight sons and two daughters are
still alive. In 1902 he let himself
be married again, and indeed with
Emilie Knopf, who joined the Lord
on August 20, 1918. Next to the
five children still living, she
left behind still three daughters-
in-law and eight sons-in-law, as well
as 35 grand-children and eight great
grand-children. In 1882 he immigrated
into this country in the neighborhood
from Hillsboro and Wharton until the
opening and settlement this part of
Oklahoma and then came with his family
to here in order to settle down per-
manently. He was, therefore, one of
the co-founders of this congregation
in 1895. In this beautiful passage of
years he served with his strength,
time and money the people of the con-
gregation and was a deacon until his
end. He was a faithful and treasured
member of the body of Christ, who
watched for the well-being of his
children and congregation, as well
as the flock of God. Quietly and
peacefully in--he carried to praying
hearts the opportunity to reach the
well-being of mankind. Two months ago
he began losing his strength and the
doctor that was called diagnosed
Wassersucht (dropsy?), which was
incurable. He died. His relatives and
many acquaintances and friends took
part in the memorial service at which
opportunity we recognised his 78 years.
